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FEBRUARY 2010 MEETING MINUTES

Meeting called to order at 10am.

Director — 1) Nominations were taken for the open positions of Editor & Product Officer. Mike Pancione was nominated for
Editor and Flo Rancitelli for Product Officer. Flo was present. The membership voted to accept Flo as Product Officer. Mike
Pancione was not present. The membership agreed to accept him as Editor but Jule needs to contact Mike before the vote
is official. 2) The membership meetings for April & July fall on holidays. The membership meetings are being changed to
the second Sunday, which will be the 11™ both months. 3) Jule, John & Melissa attended the last state rally meeting & will
continue to. Lane Bradley is the treasurer for the rally.

Assistant director — 1) John introduced visitors Kathy Weber & Ron Marren, from Bucks Co HOG, who are organizers of the
PA State Rally. Kathy & Ron spoke to the members about the upcoming State Rally being held Sept 16-18 in Langhorne.
There are 3 hotels involved, which are taking reservations already. There will be a shuttle between the host hotel & the other
2 so that attendees can come to the host hotel for activities & party at the host hotel at night without fighting traffic or riding at
night. The committee hopes to have enough road captains to have rides leaving every half hour for the numerous destina-
tions. There are breakfast & lunch rides planned for each day, along w/ a chocolate ride, cigar ride, castle ride, covered
bridge rides & possibly a search light ride. They are also planning a pool tournament. Volunteers are needed for registra-
tion, parking duties, road captains, sweeps, events & any other thing that comes up. For more info, hotel reservations & to
register for the rally go to: pastatehogrally.com. 2) On a personal note, John told the members that he has been a member
of the club for 9 years. He became an officer in order to help with planning of events & to support the club on a deeper level.
The three things John would like to see happen within the club are: a) more members volunteer for events, b) more participa-
tion in our events & events of other HOG chapters, ¢) members reaching out to new members & members you don’t know
very well. The more involved you become with the club, the more you will enjoy belonging to the club. A club is only as
good as the members make it.

Treasurer’s report was read.

Safety Report — While it isn’t riding season, it's a good time to check your bike for loose bolts, tires for tread wear & dry rot,
belts for cracks, oil levels, etc. Also, check protective clothing. Check your shoes for tread wear & glasses for scratches.
Remember, as you get older, your reaction time slows. Leave more space between you & the vehicle in front of you. Watch
left turns; the one you are making & the one coming at you.

Road Captain — 1) There are 21 road captains this year. There will be a road captains meeting on 2/28. At the meeting, the
road captains will decide which months’ long & short rides they will be leading & look at ride possibilities suggested by mem-
bers. 2) A spring tune up ride is being planned for 3/ 27 or 28. 3) There will be a questionnaire handed out at next month’s
meeting about riding habits & personal likes when riding in hopes of improving club rides.

Damon Derstine spoke to the members about the Ride for Heroes, which was rained out last year. It is being planned for
May 23" this year. The ride supports veterans who were injured & the families of veterans injured or lost in the line of duty.
The ride will be police escorted & is scheduled to leave from Dean’s, ending at Peddler’s Village. There will be entertain-
ment & food. The cost is $20 for single rider & $30 for 2 ups. The first HOG club to register 50 members will receive $250.

WILD WILD WEST

I'll admit, this is a little after the fact, but better late than never. Withingtelse to do while watching
the snow pile up outside, | figured I've procrastinated long enough.....

My love affair with riding out west started in ‘05. That year, the club hatogether a trip to Sturgis,
SD. Melissa and | borrowed a trailer, loaded my '02 Heritage, and caravannedairngy to Mecca
(defined as anywhere out west). We stayed a week, rode and saw all we could, andigehdrea.

About 2 weeks after returning, we had to fly out to Jackson Hole, Wattead the wedding of her
niece. The wedding was scheduled for Saturday of Labor Day weekend, in the town/stpgale.
costume shop supplied the entire wedding party with 1880’s gattegdit right in with the shoot out
on the main street with the stagecoach. Besides the wedding, we gotie sighits a little with the
family, riding in a 4 wheeled vehicle through Yellowstone Park. Very bigel realized riding the
Park on a bike would be the best way of sightseeing.

The family all left on Labor Day, but we weren’t flying out until Tuesday. Melesd | walked into
town to Eagle Rental, and rented a H-D Electra-Glide for the day. The follesgilnez us a 250 mile
loop, which included the Grand Teton Pass into Idaho. | was hpkkeding as soon as possible, we
were coming back out. 8



It wasn't until 2007 that we made it back, trailering out to Green River,Wiigre Melissa’s sister
and niece live. After a little visit, we headed north to Jackson Hole. Tndidin't have any itiner-
ary—just a general plan: head north over Beartooth Pass, then east, thémdagh the center of
Wyoming to Sis’. Other than staying a second night in Jackson, we weidifferent area every day

AND SO IT BEGINS.......

In the spring of ‘08, | wrote a few articles about putting a trip togetherutowest. With the time re-
guirements and the cost of fuel, it became apparent that the best way of geténgah to employ a
transportation company to haul the bikes out, while we flew out. So, on Lalyafl2008, we all
met at Dean’s to load our bikes onto 2 huge trailers from Motorcycle TranspornivdEigand.
They were chosen due to their policy of shipping bikes packed and fuale@xtva luggage al-
lowed. Others want tanks and bags empty. Thanks again to Bruce Haus#infpmy bike to
Dean'’s for me, but that’s another story. If memory serves, we had a totapedgle, and 13 bikes.
The plan was to fly to Jackson Hole that next Friday, ride for the week andrily the following
Friday.

Interestingly enough, the eventual list contained none of thé¢ peretrators Melissa and | usually
ride with. As it turned out, the group split into three pods, with owrgfollowing us to Cook City,
MT. That took some of the pressure off me, | only had 4 bikes following me: Rdvasnay Hansen,
Jerry DiCandilo and Cheryl, Lane Bradley and Tony Recklitis. We knew Lane and Tongt lso
much Ron and Nancy, Jerry and Cheryl. While somewhat apprehensive, they quickiseckass,
whatever, wherever, was fine with them. We were the medium range in miles travetedalf, |
Gary McGinty’s group left Jackson first thing Saturday morning anckgtriding. Alex Hacket’s
group rode into the Park, using that as base and doing day rides.



Back to Mecca....

Arriving in Jackson, we got a van to take us to the hotel, where we found blkes unloaded and
ready to roll. MTNE (Motorcycle Transport of New England) left one trailer for ustivétkey hid-
den so we could put extra luggage inside, or a bike in the event seimadto leave early. While
the other 2 groups left Jackson Hole first thing Saturday morning, aup gexl opted to stay put in
Jackson to take in the local color and sights on a Saturday and Saturdaldigypart of the loop

Our intent was to stay in Cook City for the rest of the week, doing day rides from homk wase
miles outside the NE Gate of the Park, so you've got good riding whichevetiadirgou choose.
Our fellow travelers were nice enough to allow a leisurely breakfast everyngpafso allowing the
temperature to get above freezing before embarking on our daily adventuresd Ipstedtieg my
bike so it would get the first rays of sun in the AM to melt off the frost. Mbuntains out the front

of our slightly less than 4 star cabins would have snow on top, frost aohtie. |
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For our daily excursions, we had to pay attention to the weather, depending onrdwéttavel.
Having been warned of snow on the road on Bear Tooth Pass, we opted to head for Cody, WY,
Chief Joseph’s Scenic Highway the first day. Somewhere | read that this is among thestemiten
roads in the world. It did not disappoint. Having lunch in Cody,atra Hotel (Irma was the
daughter of Buffalo Bill Cody), looking at the map, the only return routieonttgoing a bejillion
miles (don’t tell Obama that number), was to go back the way we came. When Nattyhasikwve
were getting back, | sheepishly replied we had to take the same road.
